Senior Warden Corner:
Dear CTL Members, Here is an excerpt from
the letter written by Rev. Lois asking for our
help. “ I thought you might be interested this year
in adopting a family in need. Due to privacy issues I
can not share names but I can share a few details. I
had a Patient who was 42 and died of cancer on
Thanksgiving Day. She left behind her husband and

three children. This woman’s husband needed to
leave his job to provide care for her and they are
now looking at a very sad, and financially stressful
time during this holiday season.
If you would like to help, here are some details.
Christian is 17 and a senior in high school. He
just got his license so a gas card and Walmart
gift cards would be nice.
Angel is 13 years old and would like fishing
gear, especially a fishing net as going fishing
with his father is a way for him to handle
stress.
Karen is 11 and loves painting with acrylics
and canvas, painting clay pots and making
beaded jewelry.
This family also has an array of small dogs,
chickens, goats and sheep.
Please use the following procedures to donate

● cash - please attach a note indicating
it is for "adopt a family" (cash can be
placed in the offering plate on Sunday
or put in an envelope and either left in
the church office or placed in the CTL
mailbox, next to the doors to the
parking lot).     -OR-

● check (please make it out to "Christ the
Lord", with "adopt-a family" in the
memo line.) Can be delivered to the
church office during the week or placed
in the mailbox.   -OR-

● purchased items:  If brought to CTL
during the week, please place these in
Rev. Lois's office.  There will be a box
marked "Family Donations" on her sofa
(the box will be out in the narthex on
Sundays)
